There are no barriers to entry into this segment. However, the 
main obstacles faced by companies are the acquisition of 
technology and updated procedures related to accreditation with 
paying sources (private health insurance, medical cooperatives, 
among others). 
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According to data from CNES (Centro Nacional de 
Estabelecimentos de Saúde) of the Ministry of Health, within 
the diagnostic medicine, in 2016 there were 33,042 private 
establishments and 23,576 units in the public sector. 
This is a very fragmented market, the four largest diagnostic 
medicine groups in Brazil - Alliar, DASA, Fleury and Hermes 
Pardini - together add up to 8,000 laboratory units.
